Mayor’s Report:

NEW BUSINESS:
Vaccination Policy –The existing vaccination policy will remain in effect.
Well House Safety –Both well houses, lift station and the lagoon building will be outfitted with all safety gear (gowns, safety glasses, gloves, eye wash supplies).
Sweeper –The sweeper broom will need to be replaced after this season.
Village Scholarships –The Village will now include other education schools in the awarding of the Village Scholarship. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to award a student from the Christian School and OHS a scholarship in the amount of $300 each.” Motion Carried.
Girls U15 Silverbacks team –A request to sponsor the Girls U15 AA Fastpitch Silverbacks Team was received. Deputy Mayor Hartt will follow up with the request to see if there are any girls from the area on the team.

Rec Centre - A request was received to use the rec centre as a possible after school program. A decision cannot be made at this time as Council is uncertain about the future of the building.

Repairs to Maintenance Vehicle - Quotes were received to do repairs to the maintenance vehicle. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to approve the quote of $6500 plus hst to do repairs and paint quarters, fenders and bottom except the roof and hood.” Motion Carried A rental vehicle will have to be used while the truck is in for the repairs.

Photo Exhibition -A request was received for the use of the village office during Come Home Week for a photographic exhibition. Council agreed to the request.
