· Councillor Webb: Waiting for the revised financials from the auditor
Policing / Dog Control / EMO:



·  Councillor Mersereau: The RCMP will be looking for any footage that may have been caught on camera with regards to the individuals involved in the incident over the weekend
Neighbourhood Watch / Recreation:

·  Councillor Mersereau: The Village will need to submit an application for the land at Peterson’s Park

Transportation / Fire:
·  Deputy Mayor Daley: Had a couple meetings with Kirk to determine how many culverts we need to order and where they are to go 
·  Need to order new manholes and covers to repair the ones that are deteriorating 
·  Will need to be thinking about what we are going to do about the garbage collection. Need to decide if we get a newer truck or tender out?
·  Councillor Webb commented on how soft the center of the road is on Neary Hill. There are some spots on Wilsey Rd as well
·  The potholes on Prides need to be patched

Regional Service Commission / Economic Development:

·  Mayor Bigger: Received the 2020 Annual Report
·  At the Annual Meeting, the issues were discussed re: RCMP service
·  Building permits were issued for two more lots on Horseman Rd
Mayor’s Report:
·  Mayor Bigger: Reminded Council of the dinner at Tri County on April 17th
·   Escorted two woman from Dieppe on Saturday around the village. They are school teachers and have been walking 3k in all the communities and then doing a video for their students to watch. They will forward the video to the office when completed.
Senior Affairs / Community Affairs:

·  Councillor Hartt: Colton Sargent will be attending the meeting on the 26th to discuss the community garden
·   Received a grant from Communities in Bloom –2021 Miracle-Gro Best Garden. Twelve households will be awarded a Miracle-Gro gift package and a flag to display in their flower or vegetable gardens.
