COVID-19 Safe Restart Agreement Claim – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Daley that Council submit to the Provincial Government as part of the Safe Restart Agreement with the Federal Government for reimbursement of all COVID-19 additional specific costs of $3,826, Covid-19 specific losses of $2,692 and COVID-19 specific operational savings of $2,000 for a net COVID-19 impact of $4,518.” Motion Carried.
