Transportation / Fire:
·  Councillor Daley: The village is to get paving done on the 101 this year
·  Will inquire about having Mill Pond Drive paved and new guardrail installed
Regional Service Commission / Economic Development:

·  Mayor Bigger: Council requires a letter from Tri County regarding the swapping of land before we can move ahead
·  RSC has been quiet. Most are dealing with the reform results
Mayor’s Report:
·  Mayor Bigger: Nothing new to report
Administration & Communications/ Community Services:

·  Deputy Mayor Hartt: As we are members of UMNB we can purchase the new computer and the Cloud program from canoe procurement group of canada, if under $105,700

NEW BUSINESS:
Well Screening – Council has agreed to hold off on the well screening for now.  Dillon Consulting to be notified.
Village Records – The Village records need to be gone through, some purged and some sent to archives. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to hire Leslie Morrell as a consultant on an hourly basis of $30/hour to review the Village’s files to determine which files can be purged and which files are to be sent to archives.” Motion Carried
Office Keys – Leslie Morrell will require a set of keys to the office to have access to the files during the evenings and weekends. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Webb to provide Leslie Morrell with a set of keys to the Village Office.” Motion Carried

Archiving/Purging – Once the records have been gone through, some will need to be purged and some sent to archives. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to allow Leslie Morrell to purge (shred) files as required and to forward files off to the Archives in Fredericton once the Mayor has signed off on the purging/archiving listing sheet (s).” Motion Carried

Pole Banner Campaign – Mental Health & Suicide Awareness Banner Campaign. Supporting the campaign for 4 banners will cost $600 and they will fit the existing banner hardware. Cost is to come out of the allotted amount in the budget for banners.
