NEW BUSINESS:
2022 Projects:
Legion Estates Expansion – Tri County Complex is interested in trading property for the expansion of Legion Estates for the Rec Centre property. The Tri County board is to be contacted to get agreement in writing.

Horseman Road Development – Garry Brooks Construction plans to develop the Village’s other 3 lots this year.

Village Truck Repairs – New quotes are to be obtained for the body work that the village truck requires before it gets any worse.


Block House Property – The Village received an appraisal of the proposed property for the block house. The appraiser was contacted and more details were discussed and a revised appraisal was requested.

Painting of Caboose – Troy Campbell to be contacted to see if he is interested in painting the caboose this spring.


Prides Landing Look Out – A quote is to be obtained to have a roof installed over the concrete pad at the look out on Prides Landing Rd.

Stairs by Bridge A quote is to be obtained to replace the stairs going down and under the bridge.
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NEW BUSINESS CONTINUED:


Maintenance Building – A quote was received to install new siding, facia and reframing of the windows.


Kelly Park – NB Southern is to be contacted re: fixing up Kelly Park and around the caboose. Phase 2 would be to plant trees, install a gazebo with picnic tables.

Roads – Road upgrades to begin on Neary Hill and Gore Road. Horseman will require ditching and the cross culvert needs to be replaced with a bigger pipe.


Horseman Road – Once more development has been completed, sidewalks will need to be installed for the growing population on the road.


Wilsey Road – The village will continue to lobby the local government to complete the last 5.2 kl needing to be done.

Correctional Facility – The minister has been contacted regarding property for a proposed Correctional Facility.

Office Computer/Laptop – Before new equipment is ordered for the office, it is to be determined what exactly the office requires.

146 Wilsey Road – A request was received to have the W&S billings waivered as the 4 unit building has burnt and will be tore down leaving the property vacant. As per the By-Law, a Capital Cost of $115 could be imposed per unit, however, Council agreed to charge the property owner the Capital Cost of $115 for a single unit.
