2018 General Operating Fund Budget – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley that: This is to certify that on the 11th day of December 2017 the Council of the Municipality of Fredericton Junction resolved that the sum of $820,489 be the total operating budget of the Municipality, that the sum of $544,228 be the Warrant of the Municipality for the ensuring year, and that the tax rate for the Municipality be $1.3292.The Council orders and directs the levying by the Minister of Environment and Local Government of said amount on real property liable to taxation under the Assessment Act within the Municipality of Fredericton Junction. Adopted this 11th day of December, 2017 by the Council of the Village of Fredericton Junction.” Motion Carried.
2018 Water & Sewer Operating Fund Budget – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau that: This is to certify that on the 11th day of December 2017 the Council of the Municipality of Fredericton Junction resolved that pursuant to paragraph 189(4) of the Municipalities Act, the total budget for the Water & Sewer utility for the ensuring year would consist of total revenues of $179,181 and total expenditures of $179,181. Adopted this 11th day of December, 2017 by the Council of the Village of Fredericton Junction.” Motion Carried.
Notice of Motion – To reflect the 2018 Water & Sewer Budget, By Law #2013-01 will need to be amended by either repealing section 17 or replacing complete By-Law.
