·  The new office building for NB Southern has been installed on the existing footprint

·  Requested a meeting with Dr Lamptey and DELG re: increasing well 1 pumping capacity
·  The garbage helper will be paid the garbage rate for hours worked then the student rate for hours worked on garbage collection days

Finance / Administration:

Transportation / Fire:

·  The pipe running to the riverbed by 20 Prides Landing needs replaced due to erosion  
·  The parking lot by the stone flowerbed on Prides Landing is eroding away
NEW BUSINESS:

1ST Reading of Rural Plan By-Law 2020-01 - “Moved by Councillor Mersereau and Seconded by Councillor Webb to have the First Reading of the Village of Fredericton Rural Plan By-Law 2020-01 read by Title.” Motion Carried. The first reading was read by title.
2nd Reading of Rural Plan By-Law 2020-01 - “Moved by Councillor Hartt and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Daley to have the Second Reading of the Village of Fredericton Rural Plan By-Law 2020-01 read by Title.” Motion Carried. The second reading was read by title.
Royal Canadian Legion – A request was received from the Legion to be exempt from the current W&S water billing as the Legion has been shut down due to COVID-19. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Daley to issue a one-time exemption to the Legion in the amount of $290 for the current W&S billing.

Community Service Work – An inquiry was received to see if the Village would be interested in putting their name on a list of possible community service work placements. The village’s contact information is to be forwarded.
Preparations for Office Opening – The copier needs moved, the doors will remain closed in entryway and 1 person to be permitted entrance at a time.
