Mayor’s Report:

· Mayor Mersereau: Will be attending Karen Ludwig’s open house at Tri County to accept the Canada 150 flag. 
· The work agreement with the Village of Hope has been signed.
· The start date on the agreement with the Regional Service Commission needs changed then the agreement will be signed.

· The Rural Plan is to be updated.

· Met with the RSC staff. Any outstanding building permits will be forwarded to them.

NEW BUSINESS:



Diamond Square Road – Pricing has been received to ditch both sides of road and install 3 culverts plus a 60ft culvert where the bus and plow turn. The culverts are to be supplied by the Village. “ Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Bigger to accept the quote of $21,225 plus HST from Matt Harris & Sons Ltd to ditch both sides of the road and removal of material (extensive rock hammering required), install 3 driveway culverts and a 60ft culvert at the bus and plow turning spot. Culverts will be supplied by the Village.” Motion Carried

Diamond Square Road – Pricing has been received to repair the road from runoff, scrap road where hammering was done, mulching and grubbing where required. “ Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Webb to accept the quote of $20,500 plus HST from Matt Harris & Son Ltd to repair the road damaged from runoff with crushed rock, scrap areas where hammering occurred, mulch and grub where required.” Motion Carried.

Diamond Square Road – Pricing has been received to build a section of the road from Civic #126 to the 145.3m station. “ Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to accept the quote of $20,500 plus HST to build the section from civic #126 to the 145.3m station to a 27 ft top, brought to grade with gravel and completed with 150mm of crushed rock.” Motion Carried.


Development Officers – “ Moved by Councillor Mersereau and Seconded by Councillor Bigger to appoint the following Development Officers from the Regional Service Commission 11: Marcelle Thibideau Henniger, Kelly Shaw, Robin Canavan, Lonnie Forbes and Stephen McAlinden. Phillip Nason will remain the Village’s primary Development Officer.” Motion Carried.

Planning Advisory Committee By-Law – “ Moved by Councillor Webb to give Notice of Motion to repeal By-Law #7, A By-Law to Establish a Planning Advisory Committee.” Motion Carried.
