NEW BUSINESS:

Tractor Tender – The tender for a new tractor has closed and RSC11 has submitted their recommendations. “Moved by Deputy Mayor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Hartt to award the tractor tender to Bayview Trucks and Equipment for the tender price of $81,000.”  Motion Carried. The tractor will be paid from the general operating fund.
1 Ton 4x4 Truck Tender –The tender for a new 1Tton 4x4 truck for the fire department has closed and RSC11 has submitted their recommendations.  “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Daley to award the truck tender to Riverview Ford Lincoln Sales for the tender price of $49,929 plus HST.” Motion Carried.
Lift Station Upgrades Tender –The tender for the upgrades to the lift station has closed and Dillon Consulting has submitted their recommendations. A decision on the recommendations has been tabled until Council can meet with Rory from Dillon Consulting to discuss further in detail.
Benches - A quote has been received to purchase 4 benches to be installed throughout the village along the sidewalk. “Moved by Deputy Mayor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Webb to order the 4 benches for a price of $2,090.45.” Motion Carried.
Block House – A committee will be set up to research on any funding available through heritage grants to build a replica block house.
