Resignation of Mayor – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley to accept the resignation of Mayor John Bigger and declare the Mayor’s seat vacant as of June 30th, 2023.” Motion Carried. Election New Brunswick to be notified of the vacancy.
Acting Mayor – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councilor Daley that Deputy Mayor Bobbi Hartt be appointed as Acting Mayor commencing July 1st, 2023.” Motion Carried.

Acting Deputy Mayor – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau that Councillor Daley be appointed as Acting Deputy Mayor commencing July 1st, 2023.” Motion Carried.

Signing Authority – “Moved by Councillor Mersereau and Seconded by Councillor Webb that signing authorization be given to Acting Mayor Bobbi Hartt commencing July 1st, 2023 and John Bigger be removed from the list.” Motion Carried. Omista Credit Union and the Bank of Montreal are to be notified of the changes in signing authority.

Policy #2004-02 – “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to Rescind Policy #2004-02, A Policy on Snow Removal with Respect to Village Staff.” Motion Carried.

Kilometric Allowances – “Moved by Councillor Mersereau and Seconded by Councillor Daley that in keeping with the GNB’s rate per kilometer allowance increase, the Village will increase their rate per kilometer from .50 to .57 effective May 1, 2023” Motion Carried.
Meal Allowances - “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau that in keeping with the GNB’s rate per meal allowance increase, the Village will increase their rate per meals to coincide with GNB’s effective May 1, 2023” Motion
