Finance/ Water & Sewer:
· Councillor Webb: W&S receivables have the same accounts overdue month after month. May have to start using a collection company 
· The W&S By-Law needs revised 
· Contacted Dillon Consulting re: wellfield protection study and scheduling a meeting with them, Council, The Panel Shop and Sansom 
· Kevin Walsh of Dillon Consulting met with Grant and Kirk on the 10th and went over the list of issues at Well 5

· Inquired if any decision had been made re: corrosion services and the tower 
NEW BUSINESS:
BrunNet Quote – An estimated quote of $60 a month was received from BrunNet for Cloud Backup for the office. “Moved by Deputy Mayor Hartt and Seconded by Councillor Webb to accept the estimated quote of $60 monthly from BrunNet which includes backup agent for desktop and laptop, cloud back up data and managed antivirus & remote management & maintenance.” Motion Carried

Personnel Issue –It was noted that the public works maintenance personnel had not been brought up to date on a couple of village policies. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to increase the public works maintenance personnel’s, hourly rate to $19.00 an hour beginning June 1st in leu of receiving overlooked back vacation time and overtime.” Motion Carried
Emails – To eliminate miscommunication, the main line will contain who the email is directed to and all others to be on the cc’d line
4Imprint – A quote was received for the Come Home Week parade items. Approval was received to place the order
Coastal Graphics – T-shirt are to be ordered. Colors and sizes to be forwarded 
Credit Union Closure – The office was notified that the Citizens Credit Union is to close its doors on July 22nd and accounts will be accessible at the Omista Credit Unions in Oromocto and Fredericton. It was decided that a letter be sent to Omista Credit Union with Council’s concerns and possible options

Garbage Truck – With the increased use of the garbage truck when it is parked in the yard, the back of the truck is being filled to overflowing and visited by animals more often, creating a huge mess on the ground. Options to eliminate some of the issue is to spray with Critter Ridder and have the garbage crushed more often if possible. A few of Council were given instructions on how to crush the garbage
