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NEW BUSINESS:



2017 Financials – The audited financials have been received. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley to approve the 2017 Financials as received.” Motion Carried

Resignation of Deputy Mayor – John Bigger has given notice of his intentions to run for the Mayor’s seat. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley to accept the resignation of Councillor John Bigger and declare the Councillor’s seat vacant as of March 21, 2018 as he intends to offer his name as a candidate for the Mayor’s seat in the upcoming By-Election in May 2018.” Motion Carried. Elections NB to be notified.

Appoint a Chair for Council Meetings – Due to the resignation of the Mayor and Deputy Mayor, a Chair Person is required to be appointed. “Moved by Councillor Mersereau and Seconded by Councillor Daley to appoint Councillor James Webb as Chair to reside over Council Meetings until a Mayor is elected in the May 2018 By-Election.” Motion Carried.


Application for Financing – As two debentures need to be refinanced and the Fire Dept and Ambulance building are now complete, Council needs to apply for financing from the NB Municipal Finance Corporation. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley that the Clerk and/or Treasurer and/or Mayor be authorized to issue and sell to the New Brunswick Municipal Finance Corporation a Municipality of Fredericton Junction debenture in the principal amount of $ 1,705,000.00 on such terms and conditions as are recommended by the New Brunswick Municipal Finance Corporation, and be it resolved that the Municipality of Fredericton Junction agree to issue post-dated cheques payable to the New Brunswick Municipal Finance Corporation as and when they are requested in payment of principal and interest charges on the above debenture.” Motion Carried
