209 Sunbury Dr – The Office has received an offer to purchase the property located at 209 Sunbury Drive. “Moved by Deputy Mayor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Hartt to accept the offer of $3,400 for the purchase of property located at 209 Sunbury Drive from Garry Brooks Construction with the condition that Garry Brooks Construction be responsible for any and or all legal fees associated with the purchase and transfer of the property.” Motion Carried. 
Rename of Office Personnel Position – With the completion of the staff job descriptions, it was decided to rename the office personnel position in title only. “Moved by Deputy Mayor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau that the Office Staff classification be changed from Chief Administrator Officer to Clerk Administrator in title only.” Motion Carried.
