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NEW BUSINESS:

2005 Trackless – The City of Fredericton accepted the bid on the 2005 Trackless MT5. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Hartt to transfer $4,910 from the General Capital Reserve to the General Operating Fund to help purchase the 2005 Trackless MT5. The remaining $5,000 will come from the Equipment Budget.” Motion Carried.
Tri-County Yearly Audit – Due to the closing of the complex as a result of COVID-19, the Tri-County board members are looking at doing a financial review rather than the yearly audit due to the cost. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to cost share proportionately on the cost of the full annual audit if agreeable by all funding Tri-County partners.” Motion Carried.
Graduation Banners – Due to the COVID-19, all graduations ceremonies have been cancelled. Council discussed different ways to honor the graduates within the village. Quotes were received on a couple different banner options. “Moved by Councillor Mersereau and Seconded by Councillor Hartt to purchase 4 banners with the graduation picture and name of each of the 4 graduates from within the village for a cost of $977 and on the condition of receiving written permission from each parent.” Motion Carried.
