Village Land –A request to purchase land behind 130 Wilsey Rd to Horseman Rd has been received from Matt Harris & Son. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley to sell approximately 1.42 acres to Matt Harris & Son beginning from the back of the property at 130 Wilsey Rd, PID #60033834, and running along PID #60012168 towards Horseman Rd. There is to be approximately a 150’ buffer left on the Horseman Rd end. Price is to be negotiated.” Motion Carried
Legion Industrial Dishwasher –In order for the Royal Canadian Legion Branch #55 to qualify for a grant to cover the costs of a new industrial dishwasher, they first must pay for the unit. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to donate $1,000 towards the purchase of a new industrial dishwasher.” Motion Carried
