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NEW BUSINESS:
Dillon Consulting – Proposed Additional Work – This offer of services is for the SCADA system issues, Well 4 & 5 issues. Before any decisions are made, a meeting is to be held with all parties involved: Council, Dillon Consulting and The Panel Shop
Dillon Consulting – Change in Scope of Work – This offer of services proposes a change to the existing wellfield project – preliminary bacterial investigation. Before any decisions are made, Council wants to have a meeting with all involved in the project
SWS Playground Structure Repairs – One of the play structures in the K-2 playground requires repairs that are not covered by the district. Cost is around $9,500 plus taxes. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to donate $1,000 towards the play structure repairs.” Motion Carried 
Tri County Rivercats – Council was approached about sponsoring the Jr Rivercats Hockey team for the 2022-2023 season. “Moved by Deputy Mayor Hartt and Seconded by Councillor Daley to sponsor the Jr Rivercats Hockey team $2,500.” Motion Carried
