Floor Model Copier – A quote was received from Office Interiors for a new Ricoh 2555 BW Copier. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Daley to accept the quote of $4,992.83 plus tax for the new Ricoh 2555 copier/printer/scan and fax machine.” Motion Carried. The copier will be paid for by the General and Water & Sewer Funds 
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NEW BUSINESS CONTINUED:
Ductless Split System Maintenance Program – A proposal for a semi annual preventative maintenance program was received from Carmichael Engineering Ltd to service 7 indoor heads and 5 outdoor condensers. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to approve the proposal of $1,350 plus tax from Carmichael Engineering to service the heat pumps in the fire dept, village office, ambulance building and fire training building.” Motion Carried
Tri County Jr. Rivercats -Council was approached about sponsoring the Jr Rivercats hockey team this season. “Moved by Councillor Daley and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to sponsor the Tri County Jr Rivercats hockey team $2500 for the 2021/2022 season. As this sponsor was not budgeted for, half will be paid in 2021 and the other half in 2022.” Motion Carried
Horseman Road WS Extension – A quote was received from Garry Brooks Construction for the extension of the WS lines down Horseman Rd to service the other available lots. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Deputy Mayor Hartt to approve the quote of $15,000 plus tax for the extension of the WS lines down Horseman Rd to further the development of the lots.” Motion Carried
