Application for Financing – Refinancing is due on Well 4 and financing for a debenture is due for the Well 1 Upgrades. “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Hartt that the Clerk and/or Treasurer and/or Mayor be authorized to issue and sell to the New Brunswick Municipal Finance Corporation a Municipality of Fredericton Junction debenture in the principal amount of $ 179,000 on such terms and conditions as are recommended by the New Brunswick Municipal Finance Corporation, and be it resolved that the Municipality of Fredericton Junction agree to issue post-dated cheques payable to the New Brunswick Municipal Finance Corporation as and when they are requested in payment of principal and interest charges on the above debenture.” Motion Carried
Funds to General Operating Reserve – “Moved by Councillor Webb and Seconded by Councillor Mersereau to move $15,000 from the General Operating Fund to the General Operating Reserve.” Motion Carried.
